Traffic Management Plan for 

The ICC World Twenty20, West Indies 2010
INFORMATION
The ICC World Twenty20 West Indies 2010 will be held in the Caribbean from April 30 to May 16, 2010.  Barbados is one of four territories selected to host games; the others being Guyana, St. Kitts and St. Lucia.
The ten ICC test playing nations and two qualifiers will contest the championship.  Barbados will be the host venue for warm up matches on April 27, 28, and 29, and the Super Eight matches on May 5, 6, 7, 8, and 9, while the Finals (men’s and women’s) will be held on May 16, 2010.  Kensington Oval will be the venue for the Super Eights.
INTENTION
This execution of this plan will:
i. Provide a safe and secure environment for all patrons attending matches; and

ii. Effectively manage traffic on the roads affected by the presence of the event.
TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT INITIATIVES 

The following methods will be used to ensure that the objectives are obtained:
i. Traffic restriction 
ii. Traffic control points
iii. Deployment of police officers 
iv. Placing of provisional traffic signs

v. Traffic diversions

vi. No parking areas

vii. Park and ride and Shuttle
viii. Communication of the "plan" to members of the public in a timely manner
Traffic Restriction 


On match days the following area will be restricted to one-way traffic two hours before start of play to two hours after close of play:

Fontabelle Road

i. The entire road will be one way from President Kennedy Drive (Holborn Circle) towards Redman Drive/Lakes Folly; that is vehicular traffic will flow, towards Bridgetown. 
President Kennedy Drive 
ii. President Kennedy Drive This road will remain two-way and accessible by the general public; however the Shuttle and Park and Ride drop-off and pick up points will be manned by police officers.
President Kennedy Drive (Holborn to Westbury Road) may be closed to non-event vehicular traffic for up to two hours before and after each match, at the discretion of the RBPF, to allow for spectator flows and the Park and Ride Service.

Traffic Control Points


Police officers will be posted at the following locations in order to assist with traffic flows and enforce the traffic restriction:

i. Fontabelle/Lakes Folly/Redman Drive Junction
ii. Fontabelle/Spring Garden Highway/President Kennedy Drive Junction (Holborn Circle)
iii. President Kennedy Drive/Westbury Road Junction
iv. President Kennedy Drive Park and ride set down/pick up point

Deployment of Police Officers
In addition to police officers at the control points, others will be deployed at areas to prevent illegal parking and alleviate any traffic congestion.
Placing of Provisional Traffic Signs

Provisional traffic signs will be displayed at the following areas to enforce traffic restrictions, diversions and prevent illegal parking:

'No Entry' - Fontabelle/Lakes Folly/Redman Drive Junction
*
'Turn left' - Fontabelle/Kensington New Road Junction
*
'Turn left' - Fontabelle/Pickwick Gap
*
'No Waiting' - Prescod Boulevard, Redman Drive, President Kennedy Drive
Traffic Diversions 


Vehicular traffic will be diverted in the following manner:

*
Vehicles travelling on Cheapside toward Fontabelle will turn right on to Lakes Folly or left on to Redman Drive 


*
Vehicles travelling on Kensington New Road toward Fontabelle will turn left on to Fontabelle Road
Public service vehicles diverted from Fontabelle and or the eastern section of President Kennedy Drive (between Westbury Road and Holborn Circle) will use Redman Drive, Prescod Boulevard, Spring Garden Highway and Exmouth Gap out of town and will return via Lower Westbury Road and Westbury New Road on to Spring Garden Highway or go via Baxters Road into Bridgetown
No Parking Areas


Vehicles will not be allowed to park or remain stationary on the following roads except for the purpose of setting down or picking up passengers:

i. Spring Garden Highway (from Exmouth Gap to


Holborn Junction)

ii. Exmouth Gap

iii. Lower Deacons Road

iv. Westbury Road

v. Baxters Road

vi. Kensington New Road

vii. Fontabelle Road

viii. Redman Drive

ix. Prescod Boulevard, and 

x. President Kennedy Drive

xi. University Row

Park and Ride


Transport Board will operate a park and ride service from the following locations to Kensington Oval:

i. National Cultural Foundation

ii. Garfield Sobers Complex

iii. Weymouth ‘B’

iv. St. Leonard’s Anglican Church (for the physically challenged)

Passengers using park and ride vehicles will disembark on President Kennedy Drive and Fontabelle Road in the area of Central Purchasing.
The shuttle for the physically challenged will use the compound of Kensington Oval in an area opposite the statue.
